	SESSION AIM

To provide pupils with a unique opportunity to explore the urban regeneration of the new Lee Valley Ice Centre building and surrounding area, including the Leyton Marshes. Discovering how sustainability links the buildings, visitors and biodiversity of the centre and beyond. Students are introduced to key regeneration and sustainable concepts looking at the built and natural environment. They are encouraged to look at their own school space and local community with sustainable improvements in mind.

There is the option to combine this programme with a one hour ice skating session.

· Field sketching techniques

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	IDEAS FOR PREPARATION WORK

Discuss the term ‘regeneration’. Who might benefit from regenerating a site like the Lee Valley Ice Centre? What might these groups want to happen as part of a regeneration scheme, and how might their lives be improved by it?

Discuss the term ‘sustainability’. Who benefits from sustainable features? How does sustainability affect the local and wider community and wildlife?

IDEAS FOR FOLLOW- UP WORK

       Students can:
Describe their visit to the regenerated Lee Valley Ice Centre and write a postcard, poem, story of their visit or other creative piece of writing to capture their observations and feelings.

Create a leaflet or poster to promote the benefits of the Lee Valley Ice Centre to a specific user group, such as young people, families or elite skaters.

Design a sustainable built or/and natural environment for an area important to them. 

Create a habitat for wildlife in the school grounds or local community taking inspiration from the examples at the Lee Valley Ice Centre. This could include a bird box, insect hotel or wildlife pond.
